While there are no vehicles nearby, the terminal is in sleep mode, consum-
ing only 2 Watts. When a vehicle approaches, this is registered via an
induction loop and standby mode is activated. The illuminated ring around
the ticket slot unmistakably shows the driver the way. The terminal only
switches to operating mode when the ticket request button is pressed. The

Before starting to design the ENT 120 BlueEdition we not only put in a lot of thought,
but also took a careful look around. For example at the entrance - since many cars are
considerably taller today than they were ten years ago, we have raised the control
panel by 8 cm. Combined with the illuminated ticket button, this makes operation
even more simple and intuitive.

Then there's the ongoing servicing. To prevent your employees from having to stand on
the roadway to replenish tickets, we have positioned the service flap on the side of the
machine. The entire hood can be removed for maintenance work so that every compo-
nent is freely accessible from three sides. And as a receptacle for the tickets, instead of
a plastic holder there is one made of jute, which is not only sustainable, but - due to the
lack of static charge - also able to hold more tickets and is easier to empty.

All of these innovations together with our latest PM ABACUS
processor technology have been packed in a high quality-finish

aluminium designer housing, which, incidentally, also requires
very little space. Sometimes less really is more.
